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Synopsis
The human body is extraordinary. It is complex and made up of many different parts that work together to keep us healthy. Muscles, bones and organs allow us all to think move and feel. The Human Body CloseUp introduces the muscles, the skeleton and the key organs of the body. This unique book enables students to ‘see’ inside the human body and explore the ways the parts of the body are interconnected in systems.
The Human Body CloseUp provides a wide range of opportunities across the curriculum to engage students from art to writing to science. Children are fascinated by the human body and how it works. The inner workings of the human body can be explored. 
Writing style
The CloseUp series has been designed with the needs of very early readers and reluctant readers in mind. Text is succinct and simple, with no more than a few sentences on a page. The large format images relate directly to the text, so young readers have multiple entry points to engaging with the information. There is a brief glossary in the back of the book, which will aid young readers in developing the tools of research and analysis.
Photographic style
The CloseUp series use photographs and photo-realistic illustrations that give the reader a view of the world they would not normally be able to see. The photo-realistic illustrations enable the reader to see inside the human body. The reader has the opportunity to explore each illustration and understand where that part of the body appears within the body. The illustrations are also strongly composed with bright strong colours to increase the appeal to the visual reader.

Curriculum link: English/Creative Arts
Before reading The Human Body CloseUp brainstorm what students think is inside the human body. What is their first response when they look at the cover of the book? Ask the students to think about their own bodies and what is inside. 
Ask the students to draw an outline of the human body on a large sheet of paper and to mark where they think the parts of the body mentioned in The Human Body CloseUp are located. Students can work co-operatively on this task and then each student or group presents the work to the class. 
Curriculum link: Science and Technology
Before reading The Human Body CloseUp, brainstorm what students think is inside the human body. What is their first response when they look at the cover of the book? Ask the students to think about their own bodies and what is inside. Ask the students to brainstorm what might be inside these parts:
What is in the head?
What is inside the chest?
What is inside the stomach?
What is inside the leg?
After reading The Human Body CloseUp, create a brainstorm and ask the students to list all the things your have learnt about what is inside the human body from this book.
Ask the students to chose one part of the human body from The Human Body CloseUp. Ask them to list five facts that they can find out about this part. Where is it found? How big can it grow? What does it do? Draw a picture of this part.
Ask the students to research how scientists have learnt what is inside the human body. What technologies do scientist use to look inside the human body. 
Marketing and promotion
The Human Body CloseUp is part of the CloseUp series, which includes Snakes CloseUp, Mini-Beasts CloseUp, Crocs CloseUp, Elephants CloseUp and Spiders CloseUp. Future titles in the series are planned.
